Allegan County West Side Park — on Lake Michigan. Five miles south of
Saugatuck/Douglas. Take Blue Star Highway (A2) south to M-89. Take right. Go "2
mile to Lake Shore Drive, take left and follow road to Park entrance. Playground
equipment, bathrooms, picnic area and beach access.

Pier Cove Beach — Follow directions to West Side Park — after going through set of
curves, beach is on your right, No fee, limited parking.

River Bluff Park — located on Old Allegan Road, east of the Blue Star Highway. Features
walking trails to the Kalamazoo River.
